From the 2026 season , match official reaccreditation will move 
to an annual Licence Revalidation model for:

• Match Officials

• Referee Coaches / Mentors

• Referee Educators

This change supports:

• Annual laws of the game updates

• Modern learning approaches

• A nationally consistent and automated system
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WHY THIS CHANGE MATTERS
REVALIDATION: BEFORE VS NOW

BEFORE (MANUAL & FRAGMENTED)

Referees:

• Unsure what was required and when

• Officiating with expired accreditations

Member Federations:

• Manual tracking and updates

• Follow-ups, spreadsheets, and exceptions

Football Australia:

• Inconsistent data

• Delayed visibility of active accreditation

NOW (AUTOMATED & CONSISTENT)

Referees:

• One clear annual requirement

• Immediate confirmation in the system 
for active  licences only

Member Federations:

• No manual revalidation processing

• Clear visibility of active / inactive officials

Football Australia:

• Accurate national data

• Annual alignment to LOTG changes

• Stronger quality assurance across all roles

As with any licence, an annual revalidation fee 
applies.

The $25 CPD package supports:

• Ongoing maintenance of the Learning Centre

• Development and updating of education 
content 

• System support, reporting, and national 
consistency

• If there is no activity 
on your Learning 
Centre account after 
four years, your 
accreditation will 
expire.

Federation will then 
assess your 
refereeing capability 
and appoint you to 
appropriate matches

• It is Annual Licence 
Revalidation .

• The Learning Centre 
records completion 
using CPD points as a 
tracking mechanism.

• At this stage, CPD 
points are allocated 
exclusively through 
the Referee Licence 
Revalidation Package.

Once referees move into the 
annual revalidation model, 
CPD points are only allocated 
through the Referee Licence  
Revalidation package.

The revalidation model 
ensures:
• A consistent national 

standard
• Confirmation that referees 

have understood and 
applied Law changes

• Automated accreditation 
updates across all roles

Free LOTG access remains 
available for learning, while 
CPD confirms licence  currency.
